Bin the drugs

Fermanagh & Omagh PCSP and partners have expanded the use of drug bins in
the area. Following a pilot in 2010, the idea of installing the RAPID bins to Remove
All Prescription and lllegal Drugs has developed with three more in Enniskillen,
Irvinestown and Omagh.

Delivered by the PCSP, the PSNI, the Public Health Agency, ASCERT and Fermanagh and
Omagh Drug and Alcohol Forums, the scheme provides a safe way for anyone to dispose of
drugs. The PCSP Community Safety Wardens promote the project across the district

and regularly inspect the bins and the PSNI are responsible for collecting and disposing

of the drugs.

PCSP Chair Clir John Coyle said about the project: “The PCSP engage with local
community and statutory groups to identify and address concerns in relation to
community safety and prepare a plan to address these concerns. The focus of the
plan is on delivering practical solutions and RAPID bins are an excellent example of
this practical interagency approach.”
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Where is your child tonight?

Some communities find that the end of the school year and long summer
days can mean an increase in antisocial behaviour. Echoing the PSNI’s
call for parents and agencies to work together to prevent this happening
and consider alternatives for some young people, Newry, Mourne & Down
PCSP have been working with the Housing Executive, the Carnaget
Community Association and the Flying Horse Ward Community Forum to
pose the question: Where is your child tonight? The aim is to encourage
parents to question what their child may be doing when they’re not with
them and to make sure they know where they are and and that they

are safe.

PCSP Chair Clir Harry Harvey stressed that “Antisocial behaviour can
lead to criminal convictions which have devastating effects on a young
people’s future prospects. Good parental supervision can stop this and
other activities often associated with alcohol and drug abuse. It’s very
important that local parents ask themselves everyday ‘Where is my child
tonight’?”

Comghal McQuillan, South Regional Manager at the Housing Executive,
said: “It’s unfortunate that antisocial behaviour is an aspect of life in
some areas, but with positive action and engagement with local parents,
we can help steer young people in our community along a better path.”
