Derry & Strabane PCSP recently agreed to allocate over £220,000 to  
local projects from across the city and district. A total of 28 projects  
will receive funding under the small project support scheme with a  
further six projects securing support under the engagement scheme. 

Speaking about the awards Cllr Eric McGinley, outgoing Chair of the PCSP 
said: “These awards are excellent news for our community partners 
who work tirelessly to deliver safer communities for all our residents. 
I am delighted that our PCSP has been able to contribute significant 
financial support to local groups and partnerships that will deliver 
local solutions to local issues.

Awards have been made to groups working right across the council  
district to tackle anti-social/community behaviour, reduce fear 
of crime, tackle domestic and sexual violence, increase youth 
engagement and support the delivery of drugs and alcohol initiatives. 
The level of support that has been allocated by the PCSP this year 
underlines our commitment to working with all our partners to deliver 
safer, shared and more confident communities for all.”

Board Chair Anne Connolly recently met with local Neighbourhood Watch 
Co-ordinators from across Causeway Coast and Glens Borough Council 
area at a recent meeting in Coleraine organised by the PCSP.

Speaking at the event, Mrs Connolly highlighted the role of Neighbourhood Watch 
in helping keep communities safe. She emphasised the importance of a partnership 
approach between PSNI, local communities and PCSP to ensure that problems are 
highlighted and resolved appropriately.

PCSP Chair Ald William King said: “The PCSP recognises the disconnect 
between fear of crime and levels of crime and encourages the 
development of further Neighbourhood Watch schemes across the council 
area, particularly for the benefit of older and vulnerable residents”.

Causeway Coast and Glens PCSP has established quarterly Neighbourhood 
Watch Co-ordinator network meetings which provide a meaningful engagement 
opportunity with the PCSP, PSNI and other relevant agencies. These are proving 
invaluable in respect of information sharing and networking. This is supplemented 
by the provision of a quarterly Neighbourhood Watch newsletter which the 
PCSP produces and disseminates to 6,000 households across the current 54 
Neighbourhood Watch Schemes.

A new training DVD to raise awareness of community safety and crime 
prevention among Neighbourhood Watch Schemes in the Fermanagh and 
Omagh district has been launched.

The interactive DVD, funded by Fermanagh and Omagh PCSP and the PSNI, 
presents four scenarios showing how residents may fall victim to the opportunistic 
thief and the simple steps that can be taken to stop crime in its tracks.

The DVD training tool, which was directed by Insp Scott Fallis, will be used by 
Fermanagh and Omagh PCSP at Neighbourhood Watch information and training 
events to demonstrate the need for vigilance at all times. It also highlights the role 
of Neighbourhood Watch in sharing crime prevention tips and advice to people 
living within the local community.

In the Fermanagh and Omagh district there are currently 73 active Neighbourhood 
Watch Schemes with another 12 schemes in the process of being established.
